Primary Prevention — Precluding or delaying the
onset of substance use.

Secondary Prevention and Intervention — Providing

time, cost, and labor sensitive care to patients who are
at risk for psycho-social or healthcare problems related
to their substance use choices.

Tertiary Treatment — Providing time, cost, and labor
Intensive care to patients who are acutely or
chronically ill with a substance use disorder.
